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Where the sun shines in my yard 

 This activity could help you to decide where to put a weather station. 

Use the map below to record where shadows fall in your area. Place a 50cm stick in the centre of the area. Look at the 

shadow at different times. Draw the shadow on this plan. Measure the shadows with a tape measure to get accurate lengths. 

Note down the time you measured them.
