Making a Wind Measurer

A suggested method. You will know what materials are best for your pupils and your theme.
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	The base can be made to stand up with modelling clay, or stood in a box with a hole made in it.
	Decorate the stick.  A ribbon, wool or strip of pretty paper could be wound round it.
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	Add three light pieces which will blow easily in the wind. Quilling paper strips have been used here.
	Stick on the three strips which are to be decorated. Here lace has been used.
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	Decorate the top with collage material. Make it fit a theme if desired. See the other examples.
	Stick decorations onto the three wider strips. This winter themed on had snowflake sequins.


Note: This is the secret to good gluing; don’t use too much glue, then things will not slip and will dry quicker.
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
